It was quite easy
for me during this stressful time to avoid laughing.

| decided to search Google to see what | could find
about the relationship between laughter and the human
body. | found an interesting article from the Mayo Clinic
titled, Stress Relief from Laughter. It stated that

“A good sense of humor can't cure all ailments,
but data is mounting about the positive things laughter can
do. A good laugh has great short-term effects. When you
start to laugh, it does not just lighten your load mentally,
it induces physical changes in your body. Things laughter
can do:

o Laughter enhances your intake of oxygen-rich air,
stimulates your heart, lungs, and muscles, and
increases the endorphins that are released by
your brain.

o A rollicking laugh fires up and then cools down
your stress response, and it can increase and
then decrease your heart rate and blood
pressure. The result? A good, relaxed feeling.

o Laughter can also stimulate circulation and aid
muscle relaxation, both of which can help reduce
some of the physical symptoms of stress.

/It is also good for you over the long term.
Laughter may:

o /mprove your inmune system. Negative thoughts
manifest into chemical reactions that can affect
your body by bringing more stress into your
system and decreasing your immunity. By
contrast,  positive  thoughts can release
neuropeptides that help fight stress and
potentially more serious illnesses.

o Laughter may ease pain by causing the body to
produce its own natural painkillers.

o Laughter can also make it easier to cope with
difficult situations. It also helps you connect with
other people.

e Many people experience depression, sometimes
due to chronic illnesses. Laughter can help lessen
your depression and anxiety and may make you
feel happier.”

State Laws

Florida Golf Cart Laws

A golf cart may not be operated on public roads or streets
by any person under the age of 14. A golf cart may be
operated only during the hours between sunrise and
sunset, unless the responsible governmental entity has
determined that a golf cart may be operated during the
hours between sunset and sunrise and the golf cart is
equipped with headlights, brake lights, turn signals, and a
windshield.

Code Red Warning System

Code Red is a free and secure system that delivers severe
weather alerts moments after a warning is issued by the
National Weather Service.

1. Visit scgov.net and click the Code Red
registration link at the bottom of the page
under Emergency Services

Sarasota County Code Highlights

e Junk, Trash and Debris. Prohibited from being left
in the yard and must be disposed of properly. This
includes, but is not limited to wood, tires,
automobile parts, hazardous waste, abandoned
property, unusable or discarded household items,
inoperative or discarded machinery or equipment,
motor vehicles and trailers, which are inoperative
or lack current license tags, solid waste,
construction or demolition materials.

o Unlicensed, Inoperative Vehicles. All vehicles
must be operable and have current license tags
or must be stored in a completely enclosed
building.

o QOverweight Vehicles. Parking, servicing repair
and storage of trucks, buses, vans, and tractor
trailers in excess of 6,000 pounds vehicle empty
weight is prohibited in residential or open use
districts.

e Living in Motor Homes or RVs in Residential
Areas. It shall not be used for living, sleeping,
housekeeping or business purposes and shall not
be hooked to any utilities.

o Building Permits. Before the start of any
construction or structural repair, check with the
County permitting Office (861-6678) to ensure if a
permit is required.

e Household Garbage and Yard Waste: All waste
must be in trash cans, plastic bags or tied
bundles, weighing no more than 40 pounds. Put
containers out no sooner than 5 pm on the day
before pickup (Sunday) and remove them by 10 am
the day after (Tuesday). All containers are to be
stored inside or rear yards only. You must
separate yard waste from solid waste.

o Household Hazardous Waste. Except for motor
oil and filters, hazardous waste is not collected at
the curb. You must bring these types of items to
a collection center, neighborhood collection or
community collection program for proper
disposal.

e Appliances. Residents may call Waste
Management at 493-4100 to schedule a pick-up
for an appliance or an electronic item.
Refrigerator and freezer doors must be removed
before placing at curb. Request for pick-ups must
be made 48 hours prior to your regular collection
day.
